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“Transfer of a case from a competent Court is not a mere

formality but it certainly casts a stigma on its Presiding
Officer. It is true that the justice should not only be done but
it should appear to have been done. Transferring a case
without sufficient or adequate reason even on the basis of
consent of the parties or convenience of parties is not called
for or cannot be done. There must be a reasonable
apprehension in the mind of a litigant seeking transfer of a
case from the Court of a particular Presiding Officer. Mere
making any observation by the Presiding Officer during
hearing an appeal and on the basis of such observations, if
any of the parties to the appeal feels that the result of the
appeal may go against it, it cannot be said that such a party

has a reasonable apprehension that it would not get justice in
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
