"In our opinion, the Courts should not interfere with a 
transfer Order which are made in public interest and for 
administrative reasons unless the transfer Orders are made in 
violation of any mandatory statutory Rule or on the ground of 
malafide. A Government servant holding a transferable post has 
no vested right to remain posted at one place or the other, he is 
liable to be transferred from one place to the other. Transfer 
Orders issued by the competent authority do not violate any of his 
legal rights. Even if a transfer Order is passed in violation of 
executive instructions or Orders, the Courts ordinarily should not 
interfere with the Order instead affected party should approach 
the higher authorities in the Department. If the Courts continue to 
interfere with day-to-day transfer Orders issued by the 
Government and its subordinate authorities, there will be 
complete chaos in the Administration which would not be 
conducive to public interest.''
