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It is therefore, humbly prayed that the Learned Tribunal be please to
allow present Appeal and :-

(1) pass appropriate order or direction, whereby the Notification dated
16.7.2020, 6.10.2020 be quashed and set-aside and further directions be
issued to issue promotions on the post of Head Constable form the select list
published earlier for vacancy year 2018-19 by additionally including 71
unfilled screening vacancies, in the pool of vacancies meant to be filled by
qualifying exam with all consequential benefits and reliefs.

(i1) pass appropriate order or direction, whereby the order dated
18.6.2020 be quashed and set-aside and standing order no 19/2018 dated
19.7.2018 be made effective from vacancy year 2018-19 qua instruction no. 6
included therein with all consequential benefits and reliefs.

(i) pass appropriate, Order or direction, whereby order dated
19.6.2020 be quashed and set-aside and further directions be issued in terms
of prayers in present Appeal.

(iv) pass appropriate, Order or direction, whereby appropriate
directions be issued for correctly determining the vacancies of Head

Constable meant to be filled by qualifying examination for the vacancy year
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2018-19 by additionally including 71 unfilled screening vacancies, in the
pool of vacancies meant to be filled by qualifying exam with all
consequential benefits and reliefs.

(v) Any other appropriate order or direction which the Learned
Tribunal may deem just, proper in the facts and circumstance of the case may
kindly be passed in favour of the Appellant.

(VI) Cost of the Appeal may also be awarded in favour of the
Appellant.
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
