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corrected the enteries in the settlement record over the disputed
land. Obivously such an application is not contemplated under
sec.136 of the Rajasthan Land Revenue Act 1956. It has been
contended on behalf of the appellant that the prayer was also for
the correction in the enteries in the annual registeres. Suffice it to
say in this connection that simply because in the last para of the
application which contained only the grievances against the
enteries in the settlement record could not because an application
for the correction of enteries in the annual registeres. If the
appellant feels aggrieved with any enteries in the settlement
records, he should go in for a regular suit. Through such an
application he could have got the enteries corrected only during
the pendency of the record and settlement operations. Once they
have been closed correction in the enteries made therein cannot
be obtained by an application under sec.136.
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
