111. Decision of disputes as to boundaries — (1) In case of
any dispute concerning any boundaries the Land Records
Officer shall decide such dispute, so far as possible, on
the basis of the exiting survey maps and where this is not
possible or such maps are not available, on the basis of
actual possession.

(2) I, in the course of an inquiry into a dispute under this
section, the Land Records Officer is unable to satisfy
himself as to which party is in the possession or it is
shown that possession has been obtained by wrongful
dispossession of the lawful occupants within a period of
three months previous to the commencement of the
inquiry the Land Records Officer shall ascertain by
summary inquiry who is the party bease entitled to
possession and shall then fix the boundary accordingly.
128. Boundary disputes — All disputes concerning
boundaries shall be decided by the Land Records Officer

in the manner laid down in Section 111.
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
