The service of demand notice as referred to in sub-section (2) of section 13 of the Ordinance shall be made by delivering or transmiting at the place where the borrower or his empowered to accept the notice or documents on behalf of the 
agent.

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(2) Where the borrower is a body corporate the demand notice shall 
be served on the registered oflice or any of tthe brances of such body 
corporate as speeificd under sub rule(a) 
(3) Any other notice in writing to be served on the borrower or his 
agent by authoriscd oflicer. shall be served in the samc manner as 

provided in this rule. 
(4) Where there are more than one borrower the demand noice shal1 
be served on cach borrower.
