building in which the borrower or his agent ordinarily 
resides or carries on business or personally works for gain 
and also by publishing the contents of the demand notice in 
two leading newspaper, one in vernacular language, having 
sufficient circulation in that locality. 
(2) Where the borrower is a body corporate the demand notice shall 

be served on the registered office or any of the brances of such 
body corporate as specified under sub rule(a) 

(3) Any other notice in writing to be served on the borrower or his 
agent by authorised officer, shall be served in the same manner 
as provided in this rule. 

(4) Where there are more than one borrower the demand noice shall 
be served on each borrower.
