However, there was
no evidence to show that Jagdish was capable of cultivating the land personally or was a landless person at the
time of the transfer. Therefore, this transfer could not be recognized under Section 30DD, and the land was

“43. it is evident that the legislature has created two separate categories of land: one that is
includable under ceiling laws and another that falls outside their purview. Once this
classification is made, with no challenge to its validity, it is the duty of every authority to
give full effect to this classification in both letter and spirit. While a voluntary transfer could
potentially meet the criteria of both Sections 30D and 30DD, it is significant to note that
Section 30DD begins with a non-obstante clause, giving it overriding effect on Section 30D.
As a result, any land falling within the scope of Section 30DD would be protected from the
provisions of Section 30D of the Tenancy Act of 1955. Therefore, if the appellant succeeds
in proving that the transfer falls under Section 30DD, that land must be exempt from being
included in the computation of confiscable land, regardless of whether it falls within the
ceiling limits as per Section 30D of the Tenancy Act.”

46. It is also important to note that the transfer took place well before the cutoff date
stipulated under Section 30DD, which is 31.12.1969. As such, the registered gift deed dated
19.12.1963 constitutes a bona fide transfer fully covered under Section 30DD, which was
intended to protect the rights of agriculturalists. Therefore, Issue no. 3 is answered in favor
of the appellant, as the transfer is valid and protected under Section 30DD of the Tenancy
Act of 1955.”

“l. The petitioner’s family held 192.50 standard acres of land, out of which 138.50
standard acres were declared surplus under the New Ceiling Act, 1973. Transfers
made by the petitioner’s wife and minor sons were deemed invalid for ceiling
purposes.

9. The petitioner argued that his sons were not dependents and thus could not be
considered part of the family as per Section 30-B of the Rajasthan Tenancy Act. He
also contended that land given to the wife for maintenance should not have been
clubbed with his holding.

14. The ceiling area for a family of up to five members was set at 30 standard acres,
with an additional 5 standard acres per member for families exceeding five, up to a
maximum of 60 standard acres. Dependents, including the wife, children, and
widowed mother, are included in the family definition under Section 30-B. The
ancestral or non-ancestral nature of the land is irrelevant for ceiling purposes, and
non-dependent individuals cannot claim separate shares under the Ceiling Law.

15. Transfers made after the notified date were invalid. Land held by minor sons, the
wife, and the petitioner (khatedar) was clubbed together to determine the ceiling
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area. The inclusion of minor sons in the family definition under Section 30-B was
upheld, and surplus land was correctly declared.

16. The landholders did not challenge the primary order declaring surplus land.
Transfers were rightly ignored, and the unencumbered surplus land had to be
surrendered as per the law. The writ petition was dismissed.”

“1. Ram Narain held 161 acres of land, including land in his wife’s name. A gift to
his daughter in 1972 was deemed invalid. His major son, Bhojraj, was treated as a
separate unit, and 53 acres were declared surplus, leaving 108 acres for Ram Narain
and his son.

3. Section 4(2) of the Rajasthan Imposition of Ceiling and Agricultural Holdings
Act, 1973 provides one unit for every adult son and his family, subject to the act's
ceiling limits. The family, as defined under Section 2(f), includes the husband, wife,
and minor children, excluding married daughters.

4.1f a family exceeds five members, the ceiling area increases by one-fifth per
additional member, with a maximum of twice the ceiling area for a family of five or
fewer. An adult son is entitled to a separate unit under Section 2(m), but the
khatedar's benefit cannot extend to the adult son.

5.Transfers made after the prescribed date, including gifts to the daughter, are invalid and
unrecognizable under the Act. The Board of Revenue's recognition of such a transfer was
extraneous and legally unsustainable.”

“l. The appellant, Dilawar Singh, submitted his return under the U.P. Imposition of
Ceiling on Land Holdings Act, 1960, claiming he had gifted certain parcels of land
in 1965. However, all the authorities concluded that the gift was a sham transaction,
intended to avoid ceiling restrictions. The High Court, in its order, dismissed the
petition, agreeing with the lower courts' findings.

3. The key question in the case was whether the appellant could exclude the gifted
land from his holdings. Section 5 of the Act states that no tenure-holder can hold
land in excess of the ceiling area. Transfers made after August 20, 1959, which
would have otherwise been declared surplus, are to be ignored for ceiling purposes.
The Court found that the gift deed was a sham and did not affect the surplus land
calculation. As a result, the appellant's claim to exclude the land based on the gift
deed was rejected.

4. The Court concluded that the gift deed was a sham document and, therefore, did
not have any legal effect. As a result, any transfer or partition after January 24,
1971, which would typically be exempt under the law, was irrelevant in this case.
The appeal was dismissed, and the surplus land was computed as if the gift had
never occurred. No costs were awarded in this case.”

“6. Where the executant of a deed wants it to be annulled, he has to seek cancellation of the
deed. But if a non-executant seeks annulment of a deed, he has to seek a declaration that the
deed is invalid, or non-est, or illegal or that it is not binding on him. The difference between
a prayer for cancellation and declaration in regard to a deed of transfer/conveyance, can be
brought out by the following illustration relating to ‘A’ and ‘B’ — two brothers. ‘A’ executes
a sale deed in favour of ‘C’. Subsequently ‘A’ wants to avoid the sale. ‘A’ has to sue for
cancellation of the deed. On the other hand, if ‘B’, who is not the executant of the deed,
wants to avoid it, he has to sue for a declaration that the deed executed by ‘A’ is
invalid/void and non-est/ illegal and he is not bound by it. In essence both may be suing to
have the deed set aside or declared as non-binding. But the form is different and court fee is
also different. If “‘A’, the executant of the deed, seeks cancellation of the deed, he has to pay
advalorem court fee on the consideration stated in the sale deed. If ‘B’, who is a non-
executant, is in possession and sues for a declaration that the deed is null or void and does
not bind him or his share, he has to merely pay a fixed court fee of Rs. 19.50 under Article
17(iii) of Second Schedule of the Act. But if ‘B’, a non-executant, is not in possession, and
he seeks not only a declaration that the sale deed is invalid, but also the consequential relief
of possession, he has to pay an ad-valorem court fee as provided under Section 7(iv)(c) of
the Act. Section 7(iv)(c) provides that in suits for a declaratory decree with consequential
relief, the court fee shall be computed according to the amount at which the relief sought is
valued in the plaint. The proviso thereto makes it clear that where the suit for declaratory
decree with consequential relief is with reference to any property, such valuation shall not
be less than the value of the property calculated in the manner provided for by clause (v) of
Section 7."

7. In this case, there is no prayer for cancellation of the sale deeds. The prayer is for a
declaration that the deeds do not bind the “co-parcenery” and for joint possession. The
plaintiff in the suit was not the executant of the sale deeds. Therefore, the court fee was
computable under section 7(iv)(c) of the Act. The trial court and the High Court were
therefore not justified in holding that the effect of the prayer was to seek cancellation of the
sale deeds or that therefore court fee had to be paid on the sale consideration mentioned in
the sale deeds."

8. We accordingly allow these appeals, set aside the orders of the trial court and the High
Court directing payment of court fee on the sale consideration under the sale deeds dated
20.4.2001, 24.4.2001, 6.7.2001 and 27.9.2003 and direct the trial court to calculate the court
fee in accordance with Section 7(iv)(c) read with Section 7(v) of the Act, as indicated
above, with reference to the plaint averments."

“14. The court emphasized that the attempt to challenge the mutation, which had
been in the conscious knowledge of the khatedar (Mana Ram), after 46 years, is
tainted with gross delay and laches. The petition was liable to be dismissed on this
ground alone. The petitioner had tried to sidestep the impact of the delay by alleging
that the mutation was tainted with fraud. However, the court pointed out that an
official act cannot be considered fraudulent unless it is proved with cogent and
concrete evidence. Mere allegations, doubts, or claims of illegality do not make the
case fall under the category of fraud.

15. The court reiterated that fraud is a deliberate act of deception aimed at securing
an unfair benefit at the expense of another. It noted that fraud, which vitiates judicial
acts, could not be presumed merely based on allegations or doubts. The person
alleging fraud must prove it with clear and convincing evidence. Since the mutation
in question was an official act, it was presumed to have been done in accordance
with the law, and raising doubts alone was not sufficient to prove fraud.
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20. This paragraph reaffirmed that the delay in challenging the mutation after 46
years was a crucial factor in dismissing the writ petition. The court emphasized that
the mutation had been in the knowledge of the khatedar and his family, and the
failure to challenge it for over four decades showed a lack of urgency. Even if the
petitioner claimed fraud, the court held that official acts are not tainted with fraud
unless there is solid proof, and simple allegations or doubts are not enough to bring
the case within the ambit of fraud.”
