outset, it may be mentioned that the Larger Bench of the Board in Pratap Rai v. State of
Rajasthan, 1987 RRD 459 has over-ruled the decision of the Single Bench of Hira Lal v.
State which has been relied upon by the R.A.A. and has held that appeals under Sections 75
and 76 of the Rajasthan Land Revenue Act, 1956 shall lie in matters of land conversion
decided under the provisions of Rules, 1981 inspite of provision for revision (which then
existed in those Rules). In view of this the first appeal against the impugned order passed by
the Authorised Officer under Rules, 1981 lay before the Revenue Appellate Authority under
Section 75, Rajasthan Land Revenue Act, 1956. The Revenue Appellate Authority has,
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therefore, clearly failed to exercise the jurisdiction vested in him and has illegally dismissed
