The Rajasthan High Court ruled that if a person purchases a property in g0od faith and

is not aware of any legal dispute or ownership conflict, he will be considercd a

<br>

bonafide purchaser. The court said that the person will have thc right to owncrship of

the property even if it is later proved that someone clse had legal rights over the

<br>

property.

The Supreme Court also clarified that if a person purchases a property in good laith

and without any fraud, he willbe considcred a bonalide purclhaser. The court said that

such a buyer will have the right to ownership of the property, and no other party can

These rulings make it clcar that ifa person purchases a property in good faith, he will
